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Abstract

Prehistory in Phaisali District : Preliminary results

on the archaeological studies in 2017

Phaisali District, Nakhon Sawan Province is located on the eastern undulating plain of central Thailand.
Based on the previous archaeological investigation results, much archaeological evidence found in this area
and can be datable to the Neolithic Period. This article aims to present the preliminary results of an archaeological
survey on this area, including the excavation of Ban Rai Prachasan archaeological site in 2017 that one burial
was uncovered and have an absolute dated-to approximately-2,571-2,763 BP. Moreover, the stable carbon
isotope analyzes from this individual-is, similarto'the average values of the prehistoric populations in central
Thailand like as Ban Mai Chaimongkol and-Non Mak/La.
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
