Dated of Octagonal bud Chedis in Lan Chang Art,

evidence from Vieng Khuk ancient city, Nongkhai Province.

This article aims to study the origin of the octagonal lotus bud shaped chedi in Lan Xang Art. In
Vieng Khuk District of Nongkhai Province near Vientiane, the capital city of Laos, we found important ruins
of the octagonal lotus bud chedi together with an inscription at Silalek Temple dated back to 1566 A.D. This
shows the beginning of this chedi style of Lan Xang Art in the area where a rectangular lotus bud shaped
chedi was also built during the Kingdom of Lan Xang. The form of the chedi base evolved into the shape
of “Bua Khao Phrom Pedestal”. Finally, the-octagonal-lotus-bud shaped chedi became popular in other

Lan Xang communities e.g. Luang Prabang in northern Laos.
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
