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Abstract

Royal Commemorative Art of King Rama IV-V in Khao Luang Cave of Petchaburi
Patsaweesiri Preamkulanan

Khao Luang Cave had a very significant role especially in the reign of King Rama IV-King Rama
V. According to the research, some Buddha images and stupas as well as a Buddha’s footprint can be
dated back to the Ayutthaya period. Moreover, a group of Buddha images inscribed with either
the names or the royal emblems of King Rama I-IV was also discovered. They are relevant to Phra
Phuttharup Pracham Phrachonmaphansa Buddha images of each reign established in the Grand
Palace. In addition, some Buddha images were.inscribed with the names of King Rama IV’s sons,
daughters and royal concubines while’some with the-names of King Rama V’s queens, son, daughters
and royal concubines. All of these'mentioned-Buddha images are evidence proving the relation with

Chakri dynasty and this cave.
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
